appears dirty. A clogged air filter restricts
airflow, leading to decreased fuel
efficiency and power.

6. Battery Maintenance: Ensure your
Mini's battery terminals are clean and
free of corrosion. Regularly inspect the
battery's condition and consider testing
its voltage periodically, especially before
long trips.
